Neighborhood Crime Watch

The Piney-Z Neighborhood Crime Watch Program is
well underway with many willing volunteers who will
assist in collecting phone numbers for the entire
neighborhood. The “phone trees” will be used to
contact neighbors in the event that suspicious
activity is identified in the neighborhood, and to
notify the proper authorities. In addition, the
program will be responsive to natural disaster type
situations such as severe storms, power outages,
etc. to insure that our neighbors are looked after
and their individual needs are met.

The most important aspect of this effort is communication. Get to know your
neighbors so you will know if an activity you observe is suspicious. In the next
few weeks, block captains will be canvassing the neighborhood to complete
neighborhood questionnaires so the phone trees can be prepared and distrib-
uted. Block Captains will present official Piney-Z business cards when they
come to your home. Please help our block captains by providing the
requested information to enable contact in the event of an emergency.

Notice of suspicious activity should be called to the Tallahassee Police
Department at 891-4200. If a crime in progress is seen, a call to 911 should
provide as many details to the dispatcher as possible. Instincts should not be
second-guessed; if the activity seen is considered suspicious, it probably is,
and the police should be called. The Tallahassee Police Department is working
closely with Piney-Z by providing additional patrols in both marked and
unmarked cars. These efforts are appreciated in the deterrence of crime.

More volunteers are needed so please feel free to contact Laurie Apgar by
email at luckyflgirl@aol.com or call Dr. Patrick Gray at 656-8836 to get infor-
mation about becoming a block captain. The time requirement of block
captains is minimal, but it is vital to the safety of our neighborhood.
Significant progress has been made since the inception of the new program
and all of the community is encouraged to participate. Together we will make
Piney-Z Neighborhood Crime Watch a model for the entire City of Tallahassee.
Sincere appreciation is extended to those who have already

volunteered, and everyone is encouraged to support this important venture.

Bond Refunding

At their last meeting the Board of Supervisors of the Piney-Z Plantation voted to
move forward with a refunding of Bond Series 1997A, with a current outstanding
balance of $2,125,000. The refunding of this bond series is similar to the refinanc-
ing for a home mortgage. The current interest rate on the bonds is 7.25%.
Depending upon market conditions at the date of closing the new rate could be sig-
nificantly lower, thus producing a savings in the overall annual debt service costs.

Annual assessments for the Piney-Z Plantation residents are composed of an annual
debt service payment (to repay bonds taken out for the District) and operating and
maintenance expenses (for maintaining the District and its property).

The Board specifically instructed the finance team to take all savings generated
from the refinancing and reduce the debt service payments to the residents.
Depending upon the actual interest rate at the time of closing, the annual debt
service savings per unit could be $71.00 up to $78.00.

This is a significant move by the Board of Supervisors designed to save the resi-
dents of Piney-Z Plantation money through a reduction in their annual debt service
assessment. Please note that the reduction in the debt service payments, if the
bond is refinanced, will appear on your assessment in the fall of the 2008. Also
please keep in mind that this reduction affects debt service payments only and
does not affect operation and maintenance expenses for the District.

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Do You Know?

Most violations of the Covenants and Restrictions (C&Rs) occur simply because
residents are unfamiliar with the requirements. C&Rs for all phases of our
neighborhood are available on pineyz.com and they apply to all homeowners,
residents, and guests. Some of the most frequently violated provisions
include:

« Parking of vehicles. No vehicles shall be parked in front of any lot except
on the driveway or in a garage.

» Trash Receptacles. No rubbish, trash, garbage, or other waste material
shall be kept or permitted on any lot or the common area except in sanitary,
covered containers located in appropriate areas concealed from public view.

« Garages. All garage doors shall be kept closed except when opened for
entering or exiting the garage.

« No signs. no sign of any kind shall be displayed to public view on a lot or
the common area without the prior written consent of the association, except
one sign advertising the property for sale or rent of not more than five (5)
square feet, or signs used by the builder to advertise the property during the
construction and sales period.

« Basketball goals. No basketball goals shall be permanently erected or main-

tained on any lot except that same be located in the rear yard of the dwelling
structure.
